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The Heart of the matter...

Fiffty years ago, | was sitting at a softball
game with my then boyfriend, Ron, when
an elderly gentleman came staggering
across the grass. "That's my grandpa" Ron
stated. "He has something wrong with
him but we don't know what." Since that
time, we have come to find out it was
Huntington's Disease (HD). Today we
have seen not only grandpa, but also Ron's
mom, and Ron and all his siblings become afflicted and
courageously fight this horrible iliness. Because each offspring
has a 50:50 chance of inheriting the disease, we watch for
symptoms in our 3 at-risk children and nieces and nephews.

Ron spent his professional career as a basketball coach first at the
high school level in Indiana and then at Northwestern College in
Roseville. Almost 20 years ago he began manifesting symptoms
of HD and eventually was diagnosed in 2000. He is now in Stage
4 (of 5 stages) of the disease. Over these past few years it has
become more and more difficult to care for Ron, yet, | have been
committed to keeping him at home as long as | can. | knew |
needed help. It was at a HD support group that someone had
mentioned "Tamarisk". | immediately went home and contacted
Tamarisk. Jeanne was wonderful. She came out and met with us
and committed to finding us help.

Not too long after that we began our journey with the assistance
of our two incredible volunteers Sue and Steve. Not only are they
wonderful companions to Ron, but have been there for me,

providing emotional support and counsel, assisting with various
tasks around the home, stopping by the store, or just being
listeners. The biggest highlights of Ron's week are Mondays
when Sue is there whether to chat or tuck him in for a nap, and
ALWAYS has ice cream (his favorite food) and Thursdays when
Steve picks him up from daycare, heads to Dairy Queen and then
for a drive thru Como Park and the campus of Northwestern
College. He truly loves his dear two friends and he feels their
love and commitment to him. Steve took Ron (and I) to see the
Harlem Globetrotters for his birthday this year and has taken him
fishing on White Bear lake (another of his passions) with the "Let's
Go Fishing" organization the past two years. Most recently, both
Steve and Sue attended the MN HD Convention to further
increase their knowledge of this dreadful disease.
